In addition to fundraisers
and charitable donations, SNSI
continually applies for grants to
further fund its mission of spay
and neuter surgical fee
assistance. Weore
have recently been the recipient
of the following grants:

PetSmart Charities for
$10,000 i The grant funds are to
be used for the spay or neuter of
approximately 200 dogs and cats
of low-income owners. There is
an emphasis on Pit Bulls and
outside dogs for this grant so
SNSI is partnering with Indy Pit
Crew (IPC) and Friends of
Indianapolis Dogs Outside (FIDO)
concentrating in the 46201, 46203
and 46219 zip codes and
surrounding neighborhoods.

Efroymson Family Fund
for $10,000 i SNSI is the fiscal
agent on this collaborative grant.
