The SNSI Board is
pleased to be able to conduct
the October Reduced-Fee
Spay/Neuter Program.
Because this program has
minimal expenses and yet
usually accounts for 500-600
surgeries across several
veterinary clinics in a month,
we felt it was feasible to give
pet owners in Central Indiana a
spay/neuter option.

Fees for spay and
neuter surgeries in this
program run from $30 to $60,
depending on the type and sex
of the pet, which are paid
directly to a participating
veterinarian. Low cost
vaccinations are also available
with a spay or neuter surgery.
